
• After the surgical procedure is completed the surgeon will speak to the patient’s family 
member and/or friend if in the patient's room.

• Staff will call the driver/support person with updates during the surgery if the surgery is 
greater than 2 hours.

• Prior to being sent home, the driver/support person will be called and given instructions 
on when and where to pick up the patient.

• Discharge instructions for the patient will be given to the family member/friend after 
the patient is wheeled out to the car for their ride home.

Arriving for Your Surgery or Procedure in Baker City: 

Adults: 
• Patients will be dropped off at the Front Door Main Entrance off of Pocahontas Rd. 

For 6am arrivals please use the Emergency Room entrance.

Pediatrics - under the age of 18: 
• Pediatric patients will enter at the Main Entrance accompanied by 1 parent/adult. 

For 6am arrivals please use the Emergency Room entrance.
